
VERNAL CITY COBBLEROCK PARK USE POLICY 
 
 
Community Use of Cobblerock Park Facilities.  Cobblerock Park facilities are available for 
public use for educational, cultural, social, or community activities in accordance with the 
following policies and provisions. 
 
REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE USE OF THE COBBLEROCK PARK FACILITIES. 
 
1. The Cobblerock Park facility may be used free of charge for any organization or group 

provided; however, that the use is in accordance with the policies and provisions stated herein.  
The using organization or group shall submit a completed Use Agreement Form to the Vernal 
City Manager’s office for review and approval of the City prior to use of the facility.  
Arrangements for special equipment, facilities, or personnel shall be made at the time the use 
agreement is submitted to the City. 

 
2. Use of materials to be attached on walls, floors, or other parts of the facility is prohibited 

without specific approval of the City. 
 

3. The applicant shall agree to pay for all damages done to the Cobblerock Park facilities directly 
or indirectly related to the applicant’s use. 

 
4. Activities or behavior prohibited by State, Federal, or local laws shall not be allowed on the 

facility.  Activities or behavior endangering the City’s property, or endangering the health, 
safety or welfare of the City, or users of the facility shall not be permitted. 

 
5. Any use of the Cobblerock Park facility not in compliance with the noise ordinance of the City 

shall be prohibited unless the appropriate exemption permit authorized by the City has been 
executed. 

 
6. Pedestrian access to and out of the Cobblerock Park by the public shall not be restricted in 

anyway during any scheduled event of the applicant. 
 

7. No food items shall remain at the Cobblerock Park facility after the function or event of the 
applicant is concluded.  All trash, debris, etc. shall be cleaned from the premises and disposed 
of in the available garbage receptacles or dumpster facility. 

 
8. All users of the Cobblerock Park facility shall notify the City of any concerns or problems 

associated with the facility or its use. 
 

9. Fees for admission into the Cobblerock Park facilities may not be charged.
